Service Line Inventory Project
Anthony Water & Sanitation District (AWSD) is committed to providing safe, reliable drinking water to our community. As part of the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) requirements, AWSD has  completed and will maintain a comprehensive inventory of all water service lines within the district’s system.

What Is the Service Line Inventory?
The Service Line Inventory identifies the material of each water service line connected to the AWSD water system. This includes both:
· The portion owned by Anthony Water & Sanitation District (from the water main to the meter), and
· The customer-owned portion (from the meter to the home or building).
Service line materials may include copper, galvanized steel, plastic, or, in some cases, lead.

Why Is This Important?
The EPA’s Lead and Copper Rule requires all public water systems to identify and document the material of service lines to:
· Protect public health.
· Identify and eliminate potential lead service lines.
· Provide transparency to customers.
· Ensure compliance with federal and state drinking water regulations.
Although AWSD’s water system remains in compliance with lead and copper standards, this inventory ensures we proactively identify and address any potential risks.

As required by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) under the Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR), AWSD has completed a comprehensive inventory of all water service lines within our system. This page allows customers to review, verify, and learn more about the material of their service line.

What Is a Service Line?
A service line is the pipe that connects the water main in the street to your home or building.
It includes two portions:
· Public Side: From the water main to the meter (owned by AWSD)
· Private Side: From the meter into your home or building (owned by the property owner)
Service lines may be made of:
· Copper
· Plastic (PVC/PE)
· Galvanized steel
· Lead
· Unknown material

Why This Project Is Important
The EPA’s Lead and Copper Rule require all public water systems to:
· Identify the material of every service line
· Develop a plan to replace any lead service lines
· Maintain public transparency
· Notify customers of their service line material
While AWSD continues to meet all drinking water standards, this inventory ensures proactive identification and replacement of any potential lead service lines.

What Your Results Mean
Lead:
Your service line contains lead. AWSD will contact you with information about replacement requirements and next steps.
Galvanized Requiring Replacement (GRR):
Your service line is galvanized and may require replacement under EPA regulations.
Non-Lead (Copper or Plastic):
Your service line is not made of lead.
Unknown:
The material has not yet been verified. You may be asked to help identify the pipe inside your home.



Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
Is my water safe to drink?
Yes. AWSD continues to meet all state and federal drinking water standards. This inventory is a regulatory requirement to further protect public health.
What is the Lead and Copper Rule?
The Lead and Copper Rule (LCRR) is a federal regulation that requires water systems to monitor, identify, and reduce lead exposure in drinking water.
Who owns the service line?
AWSD owns the portion from the main to the meter. Property owners own the portion from the meter into the building.
What happens if my service line is lead?
AWSD will contact you with information about required replacement and next steps.
What if my service line is listed as “Unknown”?
We may request your assistance in identifying the material. Instructions are provided above.
Is there a cost to customers?
Costs and funding options will be communicated if replacement is required.
